Thank you for all you do continually to help and bless us here at Friend Ships!  


These past two months have been exciting as we start a new Middle East project.  We’ve 

leased a large house as a base of operations in the South of Israel and will be working 

with the Mayor’s office in Sderot to provide assistance to the community.  Residents   

are now making the transition to return home after having had to flee in the aftermath 

of the terrorist attacks of October 7th.  There is a great need to help the elderly, families 

and individuals and our offer of assistance is warmly welcomed! 


Our history with Israel began twenty years ago when the Lord sent us on two voyages 

from Lake Charles to the Port of Ashdod with Spirit of Grace, loaded with thousands of 

tons of aid for Jewish people relocating to Israel from around the world.  In 2017, we 

returned to Israel to work with the Israelis to bring aid to war refugees in Syria and 

later to Gaza.  
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Since October our staff have been involved in providing food and supplies to local 

citizens in the North of Israel.  Now, we look forward to bringing help to the 

communities who have been so devastated by the terrible atrocities and incessant 

bombing they endure in the South.
